This software license agreement (the "Agreement") is made between Anamo Corporation, ("Anamo" or
"Licensor") and the MSP named above ("you" or "Licensee").

SECTION 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS.

The provisions of this Section 1 shall apply to any and all Software, as defined below.

1.1 Software. For the purpose of this Agreement, Anamo proprietary licensed computer software
program(s) downloaded and/or installed pursuant to this Agreement and the supporting documentation for
such will be referred to as the "Software". The term “Software” includes software being licensed on a trial
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basis, and software for which Licensee has agreed to a full license, as applicable. If you download the
Software as an upgrade to an existing software product fromAnamo, you agree that the terms of this
Agreement will apply to such software product, as upgraded and that these shall be the only terms and
conditions in connection with such Software. The Software is provided in binary code only. Nothing in
this Agreement entitles Licensee to receive source code for the Software.

1.2 Restrictions. Anamo reserves all rights, implied or otherwise, which are not expressly granted to
Licensee hereunder. This is a license only, and Anamo retains all ownership of and all rights, title and
interest in and to the Software, including, without limitation, all intellectual property rights, excluding
with respect to third party components incorporated therein. Licensee may not modify the Software or any
portion thereof in any manner. Licensee may not reverse engineer, decompile, disassemble, modify, adapt,
rent, lease, loan or create derivative works based upon the Software or any part thereof. Licensee may not
resell the Software licensed hereunder nor use the Software to provide consulting or training services to
third parties. Licensee shall not assign the Software to a third party for use in managing Licensee's
environment without the prior written consent of Anamo.

1.3 Export LawAssurances. Licensee shall not export or re-export or allow the export or re-export of the
Software or any copy, portion or direct product of the foregoing, in violation of any export laws,
restrictions, national security controls or regulations of the United States or other applicable foreign
agency or authority.

1.4 Limitation of Remedies and Damages. AS TO THIS ENTIRE SECTION 1.4, IN NO EVENTWILL
ANAMO, ITS LICENSORS, ITSAFFILIATES, SUBSIDIARIES, ORANYOF THEIR RESPECTIVE
DIRECTORS, OFFICERS, EMPLOYEES ORAFFILIATES BE LIABLE TO LICENSEE UNDERANY
CONTRACT, NEGLIGENCE, STRICT LIABILITY OR OTHER LEGAL OR EQUITABLE THEORY
FORANY PUNITIVE, CONSEQUENTIAL, INCIDENTAL, INDIRECT OR SPECIAL DAMAGES
WHATSOEVER (INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, DAMAGES FOR LOSS OF BUSINESS
PROFITS, BUSINESS INTERRUPTION, LOSS OF BUSINESS INFORMATIONAND DATAAND
THE LIKE), WHETHER FORESEEABLE OR UNFORESEEABLE, OR FOR COST OF

1.5 Nondisclosure. "Confidential Information" means the Agreement, Software, source code, object code,
trade secrets, know-how and any proprietary tools, proprietary knowledge or proprietary methodologies
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of Anamo not generally available to the public, to which the Licensee may gain access or knowledge as a
result of this Agreement. Licensee shall keep such Confidential Information confidential and shall use
commercially reasonable efforts and take all reasonable steps to protect the Confidential Information from
any use, reproduction, publication, disclosure, or distribution except as specifically authorized by this
Agreement. Licensee shall promptly notify Anamo of any known unauthorized use or disclosure of
Confidential Information and will cooperate with Anamo in any litigation brought by Anamo against third
parties to protect its proprietary rights. In signing this Agreement, Licensee acknowledges and agrees to
the Confidentiality, Trade Secret and Non-Disclosure terms set out in Schedule 1.

1.6 Assignment. The licensee may not assign or transfer its rights or obligations under this Agreement
without prior written approval by Anamo and any purported assignment or transfer without Anamo’s
written consent shall be null and void.

1.7 Injunctive Relief. Licensee hereby expressly agrees that Anamo, in addition to any other rights or
remedies, shall be entitled to injunctive and other equitable relief without having to post bond or other
security to prevent a breach or continuing breach of this Agreement.

1.8 GOVERNMENT USERS. The Software is a “commercial item”, as that term is defined at 48 C.F.R.
2.101 (Oct. 1995), consisting of “commercial computer software” and “commercial computer software
documentation”, as such terms are used in 48 C.F.R. 12.212 (Sept. 1995). Consistent with 48 C.F.R.
12.212 and 48 C.F.R. 227.7202-1 through 227.7202-4 (June 1995) (or an equivalent provision, e.g., in
supplements of various U.S. government agencies, as applicable), all U.S. Government users acquire the
Software with only those rights set forth herein. Manufacturer is Anamo Corporation, 300 Spectrum

1.9 Survival. Sections 1.2, 1.4, 1.5, 1.10, 1.12 - 1.14, 1.16, and 4.4 shall survive termination of this
Agreement for any reason whatsoever.

AGREEMENTARE THE ONLYWARRANTIES PROVIDED TO LICENSEES WHO HAVE
PURCHASEDA FULL LICENSE MADE BYANAMOAND ITS LICENSORS. OTHERWISE,
ANAMOAND ITS LICENSORS EXPRESSLYDISCLAIMALLWARRANTIES, EXPRESS OR
IMPLIED, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO IMPLIEDWARRANTIES OF
MERCHANTABILITY, TITLE, NON-INFRINGEMENT, AND FITNESS FORA PARTICULAR
PURPOSEWITH REGARD TO THE SOFTWARE, ANYACCOMPANYINGWRITTEN MATERIALS,
ANDANYMAINTENANCE OR OTHER SERVICES.

1.11 Termination. This Agreement, the license granted hereunder, and all obligation to provide
Maintenance Services may be terminated (a) by mutual agreement of Anamo and Licensee, (b) by
Licensee, upon ninety (90) days prior written notice to Anamo and return or destruction of all copies of
the Software in Licensee's possession and control, and (c) by Anamo, if Licensee breaches this Agreement
and fails to cure such breach to Anamo’s reasonable satisfaction within thirty (30) days following receipt
of Anamo’s notice thereof. Upon any termination of this Agreement Licensee shall immediately cease use
of the applicable Software and certify in writing to Anamo within thirty (30) days after termination that
Licensee has destroyed or returned to Anamo such Software and all copies thereof. Termination of this
Agreement shall not limit Anamo from pursuing any remedies available to it, including injunctive relief,
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or relieve Licensee of its obligation to pay all fees that have accrued or have become payable by Licensee
hereunder through the effective date of termination.

1.12 WAIVER OF JURYTRIAL. LICENSEE HEREBY IRREVOCABLYWAIVESANYANDALL
RIGHT TO TRIAL BY JURY IN ANY LEGAL PROCEEDINGARISING OUT OF OR RELATED TO
THE SOFTWARE, ANY SERVICES OR THIS AGREEMENT.

1.13 General. This Agreement is governed by the laws of the State of Ohio without regard to its conflicts
of laws. Licensee irrevocably agrees that any legal action or proceeding arising out of or relating to this
Agreement brought by it will be brought and determined in the federal courts for the District of Ohio or if
there is no federal jurisdiction, by the state courts of Ohio, and Licensee hereby irrevocably agrees to
submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the aforesaid courts, with regard to any such action or proceeding
arising out of or relating to this Agreement or the Software. The U.N. Convention of Contracts for the
Sale of International Goods will not apply. Performance of any obligation required by a party hereunder
may be waived only by a written waiver signed by the other party, which waiver shall be effective only
with respect to the specific obligation described therein. If any provision of this Agreement shall be held
by a court of competent jurisdiction to be contrary to law, that provision will be enforced to the maximum
extent permissible, and the remaining provisions of this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.
Anamo will not be liable for any delay or failure of performance, and no delay or failure of performance
will constitute a default or give rise to any liability for damages if such delay or failure is caused by
causes beyond Anamo’s control, including, without limitation, acts of God, war, terrorism, and civil
disturbance.

1.14 Indemnification. Licensee agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Anamo, its licensors and their
respective officers, directors, affiliates, employees, principals, shareholders and agents from and against
any and all claims, causes of action, demands, losses, damages, costs and expenses of any type (including
attorney’s fees) arising out of or in connection with any material breach of this Agreement by Licensee, or
any intentional wrongful or grossly negligent act or omission by Licensee or its officers, employees or
agents. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, Anamo agrees to indemnify and hold
harmless Licensee, its licensors and their respective officers, directors, affiliates, employees, principals,
shareholders and agents from and against any and all claims, causes of action, demands, losses, damages,
costs and expenses of any type (including attorney’s fees) arising out of or in connection with any
material breach of this Agreement by Anamo, or any intentional wrongful or grossly negligent act or
omission by Anamo or its officers, employees or agents.

1.15 Third Party Components. The Software is distributed with certain third-party components licensed to
Licensor pursuant to “open source” licenses. Certain provisions of such licenses are required to be
included in any distribution of such third-party components. Licensee agrees to those terms set out in the
text files accompanying the Software when Licensee uses the Software (such licenses are incorporated by
reference). A copy of such terms is available by downloading the Software or requesting the third-party
terms prior to installing the software.

Any such third-party software is provided with the rights set forth in the applicable license terms and is
provided “AS IS” with no warranties. Such third-party license terms do not apply to the Software as a
whole, and do not apply to the proprietary portions of the Software owned by Anamo.
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1.16 Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect to the
subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior agreements between the parties, whether written or oral,
relating to the same subject matter. Prior course of dealings, usages of the trade, and oral agreements not
reduced to writing and signed by Anamo, to the extent that they alter or supplement these terms, shall not
be binding on Anamo. Any purchase order or other document issued by Licensee is for administrative
convenience only and shall not be binding upon Anamo. Performance will not constitute acceptance by
Anamo of contrary or supplemental terms and conditions. Any amendment to this AGREEMENT shall be
binding upon Anamo only if executed by Anamo.

SECTION 2. TRIAL EVALUATION TERMSAND CONDITIONS.

The provisions of this Section 2 together with the provisions of Section 1 shall apply to Software
downloaded for temporary and/or trial use.

2.1 License. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, the Software is licensed, not sold to
Licensee by Anamo, for an evaluation period of twenty (20) days from the Software installation date
("Evaluation Period").

A. Licensee may use the Software for its own internal evaluation of the Software and for no other
purpose.

B. Licensee's opportunity for a free evaluation of the Software is limited to one Evaluation Period
per release of the Software.

C. There is no fee for Licensee's use of the Software in accordance with this Agreement during the
Evaluation Period, however, Licensee is responsible for any applicable shipping charges or taxes which
may be incurred under this Agreement, and any fees which may be associated with usage beyond the
scope permitted herein.

D. Licensee acknowledges that it is downloading the Software with the intent to purchase a perpetual
license to use the Software upon completion of an evaluation satisfactory to Licensee of the Software.
Anamo sales representative may contact Licensee after the download to discuss Licensee's purchase of a
full license.

E. Software downloaded for a trial license includes a locking mechanism that automatically will
prevent Licensee's use of the Software following the expiration of the Evaluation Period. Licensee may
not disrupt, disable or interfere with the locking mechanism, and may not use the Software following the
expiration of the Evaluation Period unless Licensee purchases a full license fromAnamo.

2.2 "AS-IS" EVALUATIONWarranty. LICENSEE ANDANAMOAGREE THAT THE SOFTWARE IS
PROVIDED "AS IS" AND UNSUPPORTED, AND THATANAMOMAKES NOWARRANTYAS TO
THE SOFTWARE, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO IMPLIED
WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, TITLE, NON-INFRINGEMENT,AND FITNESS FORA
PARTICULAR PURPOSE.

SECTION 3. BETASOFTWARE LICENSE TERMSAND CONDITIONS

The provisions of this Section 3 together with the provisions of Section 1 shall apply to Software
downloaded for beta testing.
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3.1 Beta License. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, Anamo hereby grants to
Licensee, and Licensee accepts fromAnamo, a limited, nontransferable, non- exclusive license to use the
Software solely for the purpose of testing the Software internally and evaluating the Software for the
purpose of providing Feedback to Anamo. The Software is licensed, not sold to Licensee by Anamo, for a
maximum beta testing period of ninety (90) days from the Software installation date ("Beta Test Period").

3.2 Feedback. Licensee agrees to provide to Anamo reasonable suggestions, comments and feedback
regarding beta Software, including but not limited to usability, bug reports and test results, with respect to
Software testing (collectively, “Feedback”). Licensee grants to Anamo, under Licensee’s intellectual
property and proprietary rights, the following worldwide, non-exclusive, perpetual, irrevocable, royalty
free, fully paid up rights: to make, use, copy, modify, create derivative works of, publicly perform or
display, import, broadcast, transmit, distribute, license, sublicense, offer to sell, and sell, rent, lease or
lend copies of the Feedback as part of any Anamo product, technology, service, specification or other
documentation. Further, you warrant that your Feedback is not subject to license terms that will require,
or claim to require, that any Anamo product, technology, or service that incorporates any Feedback (or
any intellectual property therein) be licensed to any third party on specified terms. Due to the nature of
the development work, Anamo provides no assurance that any specific errors or discrepancies in the
Software will be corrected.

3.3 Acknowledgements and Additional Liability Limitation and Warranty Disclaimer. Licensee
acknowledges that all Software designated as beta Software may contain bugs, may not operate properly
or perform all intended functions, may interfere with the functioning of other software applications, and
may cause errors, data loss or other problems. Accordingly, Licensee acknowledges and agrees that
Software designated as beta Software is not production ready and should not be used in a live production
environment. Licensee acknowledges that use of beta Software is voluntary. LICENSEE ANDANAMO
AGREE THAT THE BETASOFTWARE IS PROVIDED "AS IS" AND UNSUPPORTED, AND THAT
ANAMOMAKES NOWARRANTYAS TO THE BETASOFTWARE, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED,
INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO IMPLIEDWARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, TITLE,
NON-INFRINGEMENT,AND FITNESS FORA PARTICULAR PURPOSE.

SECTION 4. SUBSCRIPTION LICENSE TERMSAND CONDITIONS.

The provisions of this Section 4 together with the provisions of Section 1 shall apply to Software licensed
with no time limits.

4.1 LICENSE. Subject to the terms and conditions above, Anamo grants Licensee a non- exclusive, non-
transferable, sub-licensable right to have each Licensee end user access and use the service enabled by the
Software. Licensee agrees that it shall be liable for each Licensee end user's compliance to the terms of
this Agreement. Licensee may also make a reasonable number of additional copies of the Software solely
for business continuation/disaster recovery, backup and non-productive archival purposes, provided
neither the original and a copy nor two copies of the same license are in use at the same time, and so long
as each copy contains all titles, trademarks, and copyrights and restricted rights notices as in the original,
and is not provided to any third party. The term of the license aligns with the then-current subscription
period. Licensee shall purchase a subscription license for each piece of "Supported Equipment", as
defined in the Documentation during the subscription term.
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Software licensed for less than a perpetual license includes a locking mechanism that automatically will
prevent Licensee's use of the Software following the expiration of the applicable license term. Licensee
may not disrupt, disable or interfere with the locking mechanism, and may not use the Software following
the expiration of the applicable license term unless Licensee purchases a renewal fromAnamo.

4.2 Maintenance Services. During any Maintenance Period and contingent upon Licensee having paid all
applicable fees, Anamo shall provide Licensee the Maintenance Services listed in this Section 4.2. The
"Maintenance Period" aligns with the then-current subscription period. Anamo may deny maintenance
services if it has not received the applicable fees.

Maintenance Services consist of the following during any Maintenance Period:

• Anamo shall make available to Licensee via web download new versions and releases of the
Software, including Software corrections, enhancements and upgrades, if and when Anamo makes them
generally available without charge to licensees of the Software.

• Anamo shall respond to communications from Licensee that report failures of the Software to
operate substantially in accordance with its specifications (“Errors”).

• Anamo shall respond to a reasonable number of communications from Licensee that request
consultation on the operational/technical aspects of the Software, provided that such requests are made by
individuals generally skilled in computers.

• Licensee shall have access to Anamo Technical Support by contacting Anamo office or
through its Web site at http://www.Anamo.io

• Anamo’s Maintenance Services shall be available via the Web, telephone, or email. Anamo will
respond to inquiries within two (2) business days from receipt of the inquiry.

4.3 Limited Warranty for License. Anamo warrants that for a period of thirty (30) days from the date of
initial delivery or download, (i) the media provided by Anamo, if any, on which the Software is recorded
will be free from material defects in materials and workmanship under normal use, and (ii) the Software,
as provided by Anamo, will substantially conform to the specifications in the Documentation applicable
to the Software.

EXCEPTAS OTHERWISE PROVIDED IN THIS AGREEMENT, THE FOREGOINGWARRANTIES
ARE EXCLUSIVEAND IN LIEU OF, ANDANAMO HEREBY DISCLAIMS, ALL OTHER
WARRANTIES, WHETHER EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO THE
IMPLIEDWARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, TITLE, NON-INFRINGEMENT,AND FITNESS
FORA PARTICULAR PURPOSE.

Licensee must report in writing any breach of the foregoing warranties to Anamo during the warranty
period, and Licensee's exclusive remedy, and, except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, Anamo’s
sole obligation, for any such breach of warranty shall be for Anamo to replace defective media and to
correct or provide a workaround for reproducible errors that cause a breach of the warranty within a
reasonable time considering the severity of the error and its effect on Licensee, or, at Anamo’s option,
refund the license fees paid for the nonconforming Software upon return of such Software to Anamo and
termination of the related license hereunder.
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4.4 Usage Verification. At Anamo’s request, but not more frequently than monthly, Licensee shall furnish
Anamo with a document signed by Licensee's authorized representative verifying Licensee's usage of the
Software. Licensee will permit Anamo to review Licensee's deployment and use of the Software for
compliance with the terms of this Agreement. Any reviews shall be scheduled at least fifteen (15) days in
advance, shall be conducted during normal business hours at Licensee's facilities, and shall not
unreasonably interfere with Licensee's business activities. If Licensee's use of the Software is found to be
greater than contracted for, Licensee will be invoiced for the additional licenses or license upgrades
(based on the applicable units of measure, e.g., servers, server tiers or users) and the unpaid license fees
shall be payable in accordance with this Agreement.

4.5 Subject to Licensee's consent that shall not be unreasonably withheld, Licensee agrees that Anamo can
publicly advertise the fact that Licensee is a paying customer of the product that Licensee is using.
Licensee-consented advertising may include, without limitation except that Anamo may make no mention
of the names of Licensee's customers, (i) use of Licensee's name, logo, number of employees and other
non-confidential information related to Licensee's use of Anamo’s products in connection with (ii)
advertising via Internet, magazines, newspapers, TV, case studies, success stories, press releases,
marketing materials, exhibits and other electronic and physical media.

4.6 Restrictions. Licensee will not, and will not allow any third party to: (a) modify, copy, or otherwise
reproduce the Software in whole or in part (except to make a reasonable number of copies for back-up
purposes); (b) reverse engineer, decompile, disassemble, or otherwise attempt to derive the source code
form or structure of the software used in the Software; (c) provide, lease or lend the Software to any third
party except as expressly authorized hereunder; (d) remove any proprietary notices or labels displayed in
the Software; (e) modify or create a derivative work of any part of the Software; (f) use the Software for
any unlawful purpose; or (g) create public internet "links" to or from the Software, or "frame" or "mirror"
any of Anamo’s content that forms part of the Software.

4.7 Your use of the Software is limited to the number of Users and/or the number of Recognition Items
associated with the subscription tier that you have purchased. The number of “Users” means the number
of persons who may use the Software through your account at any one time.

SECTION 5. FEES, DURATION, AND PAYMENT.

5.1 Fees. Anamo’s current fee schedule is available upon request. With respect to subscription periods
after the Initial Subscription Period (as defined below), Anamo reserves the right to change fees, provided
that the fees may not be increased in excess of twenty (20%) percent per year. Customer will be notified
thirty (30) days in advance of the effective date of changes in fees or new fees via electronic mail. Such
changes in fees will become effective upon the later of Customers next billing cycle or (thirty) 30 days
from the date of notice; however such revised fees will not affect the prices for Services specified on the
then current quote during its term.

5.2 Reports. Licensee shall be responsible for running script or allowing the automated sending of reports
to Anamo that shall include, without limitation, information detailing the usage of the Software (including
without limitation, the number of servers or devices monitored with the Software). In the event that
Licensee has exceeded the number of licenses purchased, such report shall be deemed an order for such
additional licenses and is required to remain in compliance with the Agreement. Such additional licenses
shall remain in effect and billed at the rates set forth in the Pricing Schedule through the end of the then
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current term unless Licensee otherwise provides written notice that the number of licenses used has been
reduced. Licensee shall submit an annual report to Anamo defined as the “License True-up Schedule”
each year.

5.3 Duration of License Subscriptions. Unless otherwise stated in the applicable Pricing Schedule: (a) all
initial subscriptions will begin and continue for the initial subscription period set forth in Schedule 2 (the
"Initial Subscription Period"); (b) any additional subscriptions added after the beginning of a subscription
period will continue for the duration of that subscription period; (bc) pricing for such additional
subscriptions will be the same as that for the pre-existing subscriptions, prorated for the remainder of the
then-current subscription period; and (cd) all subscriptions will automatically renew may be renewed
upon written agreement by the parties for additional subscription period(s) of one (1) year at the then -
current Anamo price and subject to the current version of the terms and conditions for the Software on the
date of renewal unless either party gives the other party notice of non-renewal at least ninety (90) days
prior to the end of the then-current subscription period.

5.4 Payment. Fees for the Software will be billed in arrears as specified in the applicable Pricing Schedule.
Subscriptions added during the term will be pro-rated and billed for the remainder of the relevant
subscription period. Licensee will pay amounts due and properly invoiced within fifteen (15) days from
the date of the applicable invoice, unless a longer period is specified on the invoice, in which event
Licensee will pay amounts due within the period specified on the applicable invoice.

5.5 Suspension of Services. If Licensee's account, is thirty (30) days or more overdue or it fails to comply
with Schedule 2, in addition to any of its other rights or remedies, Anamo reserves the right to terminate
the applicable Pricing Schedule, this Agreement, and/or access to the Software.

5.6 Overdue Payments. Any late payments will accrue late charges at the rate of one and one-half percent
(1.5%) of the outstanding balance per month, plus a rebilling fee of $75.00, or the maximum rate
permitted by law.

5.7 Taxes. All fees listed in the Price Schedule(s) are exclusive of any taxes. Licensee will be responsible
for all taxes, including sales or use taxes, imposed on such amounts, excluding taxes on Anamo’s net
income.

5.8 Billing and Contact Information. Licensee will maintain complete and accurate billing and contact
information with Anamo at all times.

5.9 Audit. Anamo may audit Licensee's use of the Software subject to reasonable notice. If an audit
reveals that Licensee has underpaid fees to Anamo, Licensee shall be invoiced for such fees. Such audit
shall be at Anamo’s expense unless fees have been underpaid by five percent (5%) or more, in which case
Licensee shall pay for all expenses associated with the audit and fees due. Licensee agrees to retain all
relevant business records to justify compliance with the Agreement for a period of three (3) years from
the date of any termination.

THIS CONFIDENTIALITY, TRADE SECRET, AND NON-DISCLOSURE is effective as of the earlier
of (i) the date the last party signs the Agreement, or (ii) the date LICENSEE first receives Confidential
Information from ANAMO (the “Effective Date”).

A. ANAMO provides certain products including a visibility and governance platform that enables
control over changes and configurations in hosted platforms, and provides security analytics to detect
anomalies in user behavior and investigates threat patterns to data in hosted platforms (the “Products”);

B. ANAMO is providing its distributors, resellers, or other agents access to Anamo’s internal sales
training regarding its Products, the content of which is highly confidential and constitutes a trade secret of
ANAMO, including courses on sales practices and competitors (“Training”);

C. the LICENSEE acknowledges that receipt of the Training will be of benefit to the LICENSEE
and contribute to the Licensee’s success in sales and compensation for sales of the Products;

D. the LICENSEE acknowledges that the nature of the business in which ANAMO is engaged
depends upon the protection of its confidential and proprietary business information, and that if such
information becomes public information or is used without authorization, or outside of the scope of
authorized use, Anamo’s business is at risk; and

E. in consideration of the covenants and promises set forth herein, and other good and valuable
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is acknowledged, the LICENSEE is willing to agree as
follows:

1. Definition of Confidential Information. “Confidential Information” as used in this Schedule 1
means any non-public information of ANAMO, whether physical, written or oral, which is disclosed to
the LICENSEE in connection with the Training or the Products or as a result of a request by the
LICENSEE. Confidential Information, includes, by way of example and not limitation, the following:
ideas, concepts, know-how, methods, models, and techniques disclosed to or observed by the LICENSEE
in connection with or as a result of the Training or the Products; information about customers and
suppliers of ANAMO, including customer and supplier, relationships, pricing, identities, plans, projects,
potential projects, and business leads; and other information disclosed or observed through the Training or
otherwise in the course of the relationship between LICENSEE and ANAMO, including correspondence,
memoranda, notes, e-mails, formulas, samples, equipment, compilations, blueprints, technical information,
information regarding patents, patent applications, software, computer object code or source code,
algorithms, high-level structures, graphic user interfaces, ongoing research and development, business
plans, business or marketing strategies or plans, products or product development strategies or plans,
information concerning current and future products and services, customers, suppliers and markets, price
lists and pricing information, financial statements and forecasts, computerized or other magnetically filed
data, methods and techniques, manufacturing processes, developments, inventions, designs, drawings,
engineering specifications, hardware configuration information, trade secrets, financial information and
any other business records and information. Confidential Information may be in tangible or intangible
form, and includes, without limitation, oral or written disclosures, and information contained in the
memories of the LICENSEE, or employees, representatives, and agents. The fact that ANAMO chooses to
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transmit Confidential Information to the LICENSEE via e-mail or in any other electronic format shall not
in any way release such

information from its status as Confidential Information hereunder nor permit the LICENSEE to release
such Confidential Information. The Confidential Information further specifically includes, without
limitation, the information disclosed by ANAMO to the LICENSEE and contained in or described on
Annexure A.

2. Restriction on Use and Disclosure. The LICENSEE acknowledges and agrees that the
Confidential Information has been developed and acquired by Anamo by means of substantial expense
and effort, that the Confidential Information is a valuable proprietary asset of the business of Anamo, and
that its disclosure to a competitor of Anamo, including, but not limited to, those identified, or any third
party, or use by the LICENSEE in violation of this Agreement would cause substantial and irreparable
injury to the

2.a The LICENSEE agrees (a) that all Confidential Information heretofore or hereinafter disclosed to
the LICENSEE shall be held in confidence for the sole purpose of the Licensee’s Training, and (b) that a
confidential relationship arises between the parties by reason of such disclosure. Except in accordance
with written permission from Anamo, the LICENSEE shall never, directly or indirectly, use the
Confidential Information for its own benefit or for the benefit of a third party, or disclose any of the
Confidential Information to a third party, excepting only for the purpose of engaging in the Training and
performing its duties in sales of the Products. The LICENSEE shall protect Confidential Information by
using a high degree of care to prevent the unauthorized use, dissemination, or publication of Confidential
Information. The LICENSEE will promptly advise ANAMO of any misappropriation or misuse of any
Confidential Information and provide copies of or specifically identify what information or documents
have been misappropriated or misused.

3. Non-competition. The LICENSEE further agrees that it will not use or disclose the Confidential
Information to compete with Anamo with respect to the Products, nor will the LICENSEE, directly or
indirectly, for itself or in conjunction with or on behalf of any other individual or entity, use or disclose
the Confidential Information to solicit, divert, take away, or endeavor to develop or manufacture products
or services that compete with Anamo, or take away fromAnamo any customer of Anamo.

4. Return of Confidential Information. All documents (in written form or recorded on magnetic or
other media) containing Confidential Information, and any copies thereof, shall remain the property of
Anamo and shall be returned after the Licensee’s need for such materials has expired or upon the request
of Anamo.

5. Exceptions. The obligations of the LICENSEE under this Agreement do not apply with respect to
information covered within the scope of this Agreement that (a) enters the public domain through no fault
of the LICENSEE and not in violation of this Agreement; (b) the LICENSEE is obligated to produce
pursuant to court order or other governmental action, subject to the Licensee’s compliance with Section 6;
or (c) is disclosed by the LICENSEE to a third party with Anamo’s prior written approval.

6. Notice of Requested Disclosure. If the LICENSEE is requested or required by law, court order or
governmental authority (including, without limitation, by oral questions, interrogatories, requests for
information or documents, subpoena, civil investigative demand or similar process) to produce or disclose
any Confidential Information, it will provide Anamo with prompt notice of such request and the
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documents and/or information requested thereby so that Anamo may seek an appropriate protective order
and/or waive compliance with the provisions of this Agreement, during which time the LICENSEE shall
not disclose such Confidential Information.

7. Continuing Obligation. This Agreement shall continue in force until terminated by either party
upon not less than thirty days prior written notice to the other party. The obligations imposed hereunder
with respect to the Confidential Information and the non-competition provisions shall continue
indefinitely following termination of this Agreement.

8. Remedies. The LICENSEE acknowledges that (i) compliance with this Agreement is necessary to
protect the business and goodwill of Anamo; (ii) a breach of this Agreement will irreparably and
continually damage Anamo; and (iii) an award of money damages will not be adequate to remedy such
harm. Consequently, the LICENSEE agrees that, in the event the LICENSEE breaches or threatens to
breach any of these covenants, Anamo shall be entitled to both: (i) a preliminary or permanent injunction
in order to prevent the continuation of such harm and (ii) money damages, including, without limitation,
all reasonable attorneys' fees and costs, expert fees, and related expenses, including, but not limited to,
costs for both trial and any appeal incurred by Anamo in any such proceeding. Nothing in this Agreement,
however, shall prohibit Anamo from pursuing any other remedy. Any action relating to this Agreement or
any breach thereof shall be brought only in the Court of Common Pleas of Franklin County, Ohio, or in
the United States District Court for the Southern District of Ohio in Columbus, Ohio. Each party hereby
submits to the personal jurisdiction of such court for such purpose and waives any objection to venue in
such court. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Ohio without regard to its
conflicts of laws principles.

9. Indemnity. The LICENSEE agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Anamo, its officers, directors,
employees, agents, and representatives, against any expenses, losses, damages or liabilities incurred by it
or any of them as a result of the breach of this Agreement by the

LICENSEE, its, employees, representatives, or agents, and will reimburse them for any legal and other
expenses incurred by any of them in connection with any such breach including all legal costs, expert fees
and related expenses, including, but not limited to, costs for both trial and any appeal of any lawsuit.
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
